Meeting Minutes


July 17, 2007

Election of Chairman
A motion was made by Mr. Pepper, seconded by Ms. Vlach, and carried without objection to re-elect Margie MacLeish as Chairman.

Election of Vice-Chairman

A motion was made by Ms. MacLeish, seconded by Ms. Vlach, and carried without objection to re-elect Richard Locke as Vice-Chairman.

Kent County Medal Nominations
It was noted that this was the very first time the Board had received nominations for the new Kent County Medal and with three nominations submitted, there was much discussion about the process to be used to make recommendations to the Levy Court as outlined in the County policy. 

A motion was made by Mr. Pepper, seconded by Ms. Hawkins, and carried unanimously to approve the following guidelines and ask Levy Court if they have any objections to the format developed by the Board:

1)
Nominations for a Kent County Medal will be e-mailed to each Board member with e-mail addresses and mailed to those members without, and each member will have one week from the e-mailed date to reply back to the Board Secretary indicting support or opposition to the nomination.

2)
Any two objections to a nomination received within the 7 day period will delay action on the nomination until an opportunity can be arranged for the Board to meet in person to formally discuss the nominee’s qualifications.

3)
Nominations for a Kent County Medal must be submitted within one (1) year from the date the heroic act worthy of nomination occurred.

NOMINATIONS  

KYLE BLODGETT, nominated by Allan F. Angel

On September 23, 2006 then 7-year-old Kyle Blodgett of Magnolia, Delaware performed an exemplary act of heroism by responding appropriately to provide emergency aid and assistance to his grandmother, Ruth Gray, after she collapsed to the floor from a serious health condition; and Kyle Blodgett on his own accord did by all accounts save the life of his grandmother by quickly informing another adult in the home and calling 9-1-1.

It was noted that the heroic act by young Mr. Blodgett was the impetus for Levy Court Commissioner Angel to introduce the County medal policy and finally secure passage in January 2007.  


Pursuant to the established policy and guidelines, the Board approved the nomination and recommended Kyle Blodgett to the Kent County Levy Court for the first Kent County Medal. 
ROBERT ROE, nominated by Harold K. Brode

On June 29, 2007 Magnolia Volunteer Fire Company Firefighter Robert Roe of Magnolia, Delaware performed an exemplary act of heroism by entering the bedroom window of a burning house without a hose line to locate a missing elderly resident; and Robert Roe selflessly put his own life at risk to rescue the occupant, who was found entangled in the bed railing and unconscious, and did evacuate the victim from the burning structure for emergency life support by other fire service personnel until paramedics could arrive on the scene.

Pursuant to the established policy and guidelines, the Board approved the nomination and recommended Robert Roe to the Kent County Levy Court for a Kent County Medal. 

STEVEN STOVER, nominated by Harold K. Brode

On June 29, 2007 Magnolia Volunteer Fire Company Firefighter Steven Stover of Dover, Delaware performed an exemplary act of heroism by entering the bedroom window of a burning house without a hose line to locate a missing elderly resident; and Steven Stover selflessly put his own life at risk to rescue the occupant, who was found entangled in the bed railing and unconscious, and did evacuate the victim from the burning structure for emergency life support by other fire service personnel until paramedics could arrive on the scene.

Pursuant to the established policy and guidelines, the Board approved the nomination and recommended Steven Stover to the Kent County Levy Court for a Kent County Medal.
