Gregory B. Moore, Becker, Morgan Group, 309 S. Governors Ave., Dover, DE —
He is representing the Del-Mar-V A Council, Inc. of the Boy Scouts of America.
A plan was prepared in concert with the Boy Scouts and a brief power point
presentation was given. This area is known as the Kesselring Farm. The access
is from New Burton Road and the central feature of the project is a very large
pond in excess of five acres. It will hold water all the time and will serve storm
water management and as a recreational facility. There will be a number of
buildings on the site with the focal point being the camping area. There is an
outdoor pool, large play area, caretaker’s area, pavilions, maintenance for the
facility and it is gated and monitored by a caretaker that will be there full time.
When the facility is operating there will be 18 staff and a total of 39 buildings on
the site. The Scouts are offering that the facility be used by other parts of the
community by coordinating with them. It will probably be heavily used in the
summer and less used by the Scouts beyond that. Majority of the use will be for
the younger scouts.

Mr. Sweeney brought up the concern from DNREC about the bathhouse. What
was the final resolution of that?

Mr. Moore said it would be a unique situation. There is an easement that DNREC
and the County have discussed over the years which would allow some special
funding by preserving the wooded area around the stream. The Scouts agree that
preservation is fine. We are meeting with them and feel we will be coming to
resolution with no problems.

Mr. Sweeney asked if the 18 Staff exist now and are just moving here.

That is total Staff said Mr. Moore and some of them are part time. In the summer
when there is most use here there is 12 total Staff and they will be moving here.
Presently they are housed in Wilmington and they have offices in Salisbury and
temporary offices in Dover. All of that will come to Kent County and Dover —
bringing jobs.

Mr. Angel asked what type of pool would be there.

It will be an outdoor pool and not covered, said Mr. Moore.
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Mr. Angel wondered if it might be an echo friendly type, salt water based, that
would not produce chlorine.

We have not made that decision yet, answered Mr. Moore, nor have we designed
it. If we get Conditional Use we will proceed into the design. The Scouts will
probably phase the plan. In the first phase We are attempting to bring the road,
main administration area, the parking area and then perhaps some of the trail
areas that access the site and the pond out first. Some of the other buildings and
the pool will likely be in subsequent phases.

Mr. Angel suggested they look at a salt water type pool because it does not
produce a chlorine smell. A lot of people are offended by chlorine pools in their
neighborhood.

Mr. Medlarz states this is the culmination of a fairly long process. A
representative of USDA is here tonight, Ms. Fitzgerald. If this process is
concluded successfully she will take all the documents with her to assure we
have a closing by the prescribed date of March 26 and effectively reducing the
interest rate for our customers. This started in 2004; we discussed this in
Committee last week; there are a few distinct steps. It is a process initiated by
the Constituents. As we receive and confirm petitions you then have to
recognize the district extensions. These extensions took place in 2005 and
you followed through the steps of the process with the Sewer Advisory Board
and the public hearings. There were some concerns with some voices of
opposition which were raised. We extended the district effective April 30 and
then you authorized seeking the funding. We have reached the end step of the
funding process. USDA offered the County $2.2 million; $1.2 million of
which came in an outright Grant; $1 million was a loan. The loan has to be
paid back and has to be secured. The security we offer is a General
Obligation Bond. If you approve the Ordinance tonight that will be the last
step of the process. It is an Administrative Financial step but it is important.
It also allows our citizens one last time to voice their opinion about this
process. We held it up for about two years while you worked through a
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Public Works Agreement with the adjoining neighborhood, Magnolia Estates.
That resulted in a reduction of the rates because we brought on additional
customers plus it brought in a potential pay back through Aid in Construction
when the subdivision is developed. We discussed that at a meeting with the
residents at their request. You are taking the steps tonight to push this
through on a very tight deadline because if we do not make closing by Friday
the interest rate will go up. This is a historic step for this project.

Mr. Kujala states Commissioners should recall from Committee meeting that the
proposed Amendment will add a provision to the Firearm Policy which requires
annual verification that the firearms training has occurred. You requested that it
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be increased from 20% to 50% and that has been incorporated. You also asked
for the County Administrator to be listed as one of the individuals notified should
they not qualify. The last request was that the 2009 results be submitted within
60 days and that has been incorporated in the motion.

Mr. Brode said he talked to the Chief Deputy and has a few things he would like
to see changed. On Page 2, Section 3, it states training will consist of a full day,
and proficiency training must be monitored by a certified weapons instructor.
That happens — they have a Range Master. Spicer and Hopkins are the two Range
Masters. I don’t ever remember going and spending a full day at the range. You
might spend 4 or 5 hours. You have classroom; you go shoot; a training and then
go shoot for record. That might take half a day. I would like to see that pulled.
They go shoot, they go back to work. I don’t think that full day is needed.

Mr. Angel asked if saying proficiency training must be monitored by certified
weapons instructor would be OK with everybody.

Second, they asked for clarification for item H, authorized weapons. What are
you saying are authorized weapons? Iknow what I think they are but I need to
know what you mean by the policy.

Mr. Angel asked Mr. Kujala if that would be our standard issue from the County.

The County issued weapon, answered Mr. Kujala.

Maybe we could just add that - authorized weapons are those issued by the
County, said Mr. Brode. This is for clarification.

Mr. Kujala said if you look under Definitions it mentions a firearm is the weapon
authorized for purchase and use by Kent County Levy Court.

On Page 3, Section 2, said Mr. Brode, it says Officers shall never display firearms
in any public place except for official use. They are on official use between 8 and
4 whenever they are working. I don’t think that needs to be in there.

Mr. Buckson asked what the intent of the reading was.

Mr. Kujala said this was written 10 plus years ago. Obviously, I believe it is
telling them to not pull their firearm in a public place unless for official use.

Mr. Brode states there are times when you want them to know you have one.

Mr. Kujala did not know that officers would involve themselves in horseplay but
that provision would certainly discourage it.

Mr. Buckson said he called Sheriff Higdon and offered to sit with him and make
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sure everything in here was fine and he was very clear — that he had no opposition
with anything listed within this Ordinance. That is why I didn’t go any further
with it.

With the Court’s permission, there is a gentleman here I have a lot of respect for
that did the same thing I did and, if I am wrong I will eat crow, I would like to ask
Terry Pepper what his feelings are, said Mr. Brode.

Mr. Pepper felt it could go either way. All was good with him.

Mr. Buckson pointed out Page 3, #2, “Officers required to be armed shall carry
their weapon concealed and readily retrievable, along with their official
identification and badge”. Strike the next sentence “Officers shall never display
firearms in any public place except for official use.”’; leave in “Discretion shall be
used at all times.” Is that convoluted? '

That would be alright said Mr. Brode.
Discussion continued on how the wording should be.

So we will strike, said Mr. Angel, “Officers shall never display firearms in any
public place except for official use”, and “Discretion shall be used at all times™
shall be left in, correct?
